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STORY
W H AT  Y O U  N E E D :  Bible and a staff or walking stick; Optional: Story Images and cardstock

L E A D E R :  “Hello, friends! I’m [your name], and I can’t wait to tell you a true story from the Bible.

     Open the Bible for children to see, then set it down.

“Today, our true story is about a man named Moses. Moses was the leader of God’s people, and God had something 
BIG for Moses to do.

“One day, an army attacked God’s people. It seemed like the battle was too big for God’s people to win. So, Moses 
climbed up a hill.

     Hold your staff high over your head.

“When Moses held his staff high in the air, God’s people were winning the battle.

     Lower your staff.

“But when Moses lowered his arms, the Israelites were losing the battle. Let’s pretend we’re Moses raising and 
lowering our staff. Raise your arms up high!

     Hold your staff high over your head.

“Hooray! We’re winning! Now, lower our arms.

     Lower your staff.

“Oh, no! We’re losing! Let’s do that again.

     Hold your staff high over your head.

“Hooray!

     Lower your staff.

“Oh no! One more time! Raise your arms.

     Hold your staff high over your head.

“Hooray!

     Lower your staff.

“Oh no! It’s hard to hold these arms up for a long time, and Moses needed some help. So, God sent Moses people to 
help him. His brother Aaron and his friend Hur brought Moses a rock to sit on. Then, Aaron and Hur helped hold up 
Moses’ arms so God’s people could win the battle, and they did!
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“Let’s celebrate! Hooray!

     Jump up and down with the children.

“Good job, friends!

“God helped Moses do BIG things by giving him friends to help him, and God helps you and me do big things too. God 
helps me do big things!  Who helps me do big things?”

C H I L D R E N  A N D  L E A D E R :  “God helps me do big things!”

L E A D E R :  “Yes, God helps me do big things.  [Transition]  Our story time is over (pick up and close Bible), but 
we’re not through. Let’s talk to God because God loves you!”

PRAYER
L E A D E R :  “God, thank You for true stories from the Bible like this one about Moses. Moses needed to do some BIG 
things, and You gave him friends who could help him. Thank You for helping us do big things too and for friends who 
will help us. We love You. In Jesus’ name. Amen.

[Transition]  “And now it’s time for more Bible fun. There’s more to learn. Come on, everyone!”

     Leader dismisses small groups or leads small group to first activity.
