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3. THE NEWS
W H AT  Y O U  N E E D :  Newspapers, Silly Putty®, and baby 
wipes

Note: Be considerate of the content on the newspaper pages 
you use.

W H AT  Y O U  D O : 
B E F O R E  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  Lay the newspapers on a table. Pre-stretch each Silly 
Putty® to make sure it’s easy for the children to pull.

D U R I N G  T H E  A C T I V I T Y :  Encourage the children to stretch the putty and 
lay it on the newspaper and pat it.

In our Bible Story, we’ll hear about some shepherds who got 
some very important news—but not from a newspaper. I can’t wait to hear our 
Bible Story.”
